Successful applicants will attend a two-day standardisation training event in London, which concludes with qualification examinations. For further quality assurance once live marking has started, markers are continuously monitored and re-standardised at the beginning of each marking period. 
Availability
If your application is successful you will need to attend a 2-day training session in London in early September concluding with a qualification exam.  
Marking will take place throughout September and October.
Further marking opportunities may be available for successful markers.
Marking 
If you pass the qualification exam you will be expected to spend approximately 100 hours actively marking during the period.
Equipment
To use our online marking system you will need a PC with a soundcard and headphones and a broadband internet connection.
How to apply
Complete an Online Application form.  If you are a non-native speaker of English you will need to supply an English language test certificate showing proficiency at minimum CEFR C1 level.  Documents may be attached to online applications.
